Processing 1 Examples
Find three examples of Roman cultural influences in your community (the Rosemont/Sacramento area).  Look for examples that show how people around Sacramento have used art or architecture that are like what Roman first created or words that have Latin roots. You can sketch them or take a picture and print them up. Don’t forget to put a caption next to the picture that explains where the Latin inspired word or thing is and why it is Latin inspired. You must use examples that you have found. Do not use the ones below.

The word recreation found on this Howe Park sign on the corner of Bell St. and Cottage Dr. is derived from the Latin word recreationem. The word recreation here means “refreshment by means of some pastime, agreeable exercise, or the like.” In Latin it the word recreatioem means recovery from illness.

Here is a metal arch used on a Sacramento Regional Transit bus stop rest area the corner of Bell St. and Cottage Dr. The Romans made concrete arches that were larger than ever before to support huge buildings like the Roman Colosseum.
